LION TAMER made 16 of his 20 lifetime starts in stakes, 15 of which were graded.

Racing in the highest class, LION TAMER was on the board in 11 graded stakes.

From four Grade 1 starts, LION TAMER won the Cigar Mile H. in 1:33 2/5, earning a 111 Beyer Speed Figure; ran 3rd in the Breeders’ Cup
Sprint, earning a 106 Beyer Speed Figure; was 3rd in the Vosburgh H., earning 104 Beyer Speed Figure.

LION TAMER earned a Beyer Speed Figure above 100 over 9 times.

LION TAMER broke his maiden at 2, zipping through 5 fur. in :56 4/5 to stop the clock in 1:08 3/5 at Belmont. He then won his first 2 starts
at 3 by daylight, including the G2 Hutcheson S. in 1:22 3/5, defeating CAJUN BEAT (G1SW) & SCRIMSHAW (G2SW, G1PL).
